Education and Leadership:

Training and mentorships with established leaders, youth and emerging leaders.

Host regular meetings of all local and city-wide players interested in Mountain View revitalization.

Arts & Culture:

= Develop an art and culture center in Mountain View; engage residents in planning and
programming.

= Establish an advisory board for users and community members to provide ongoing input on the
art and culture center.

Housing:
= Sponsor a block beautification contest.

=  Work with homeowners and landlords to maintain and improve the quality of rental and owner-
occupied housing.

= Maintain the availability of affordable housing for renters and homeowners.

= Develop more quality, mid-priced market rate housing units.
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Business:
= Create more jobs in Mountain View.
= Build a year-round public market.

= Make Mountain View Drive a real Main Street from Glenn Highway to the end of the business
district.

= Attract new businesses to Mountain View and expand existing businesses.

Other Ideas:

= Transportation: more transit service to job centers and stores.

Market the neighborhood: improve the image of Mountain View as a place to live, work and play.
